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1) New Imperialism (1870 – 1914)

· Political Causes – nationalism – nations wanted to be great nations and have the balance of power in their favor

· Economic Causes – due to industrialization, nations needed markets and raw materials

· Military Causes – nations had built up armies to take and secure colonies and trade routes and discourage other nations from challenging them

· Humanitarian Causes – “Whiteman’s Burden” – Europeans saw their way of life as superior to non-European ways of life and they sought to better their lives by dominating, educating, and Christianizing them.

· Social Darwinism – Europeans saw their race as superior to all other non-European inferior races – gave rise to racist feelings and dictated how Europeans treated “native people” in their colonies as inferiors.

2) Types of colonial rule used by Europeans:

· Direct Rule – used by most Europeans who sent officials from their country to the colony to control it totally and even implant their way of life there.

· Indirect Rule – Used primarily by the British – they allowed local rulers to rule but they had to do what the British told them to do.  They also provided a western education for the natives hoping to raise a new generation that would support British rule

· Protectorate – an area under the protection of a particular European country

· Sphere of Influence – an area of a colony where a specific nation has exclusive investment or trading privileges.

3) Mercantilism – colonies exist to benefit the mother country.

4) Berlin Conference - 1884 – 85 – Sets off the “Scramble for Africa.

Europeans gathered and determined how Africa could be claimed by Europeans.  They were required to set up a government office in an area that they claimed.  Boundaries were often determined by geographic features and had little concern for African tribal interests.  Future independent African nations found that their boundaries were similar to the boundaries set up by the Europeans.

5) David Livingstone / Henry Stanley – Livingstone was a missionary who explored Africa.  When not heard from, Stanley, a newspaperman, went looking for him and wrote about what he saw.  Did much to end African being the “Dark Continent”

6) Suez Canal – Built through Egypt by Ferdinand de Lesseps.  British take over Egypt’s debt and control the canal opening India and the Far East to British trade.

7) Capetown - Cairo Railroad – was the goal of the British in Africa

8) Map p 395 - Scramble for Africa

9) South Africa – the Dutch established a trading fort at Cape Colony.  Eventually Dutch farmers (Boers) settled and called it home

10) Zulu tribes under Shaka flee to the north to escape the Dutch.  When the British were given Cape Colony in 1814, the Dutch fled north to escape British law and order – The Great Trek (1830s)

11) Zulu Wars – Conflict over land and cattle put the Zulus in conflict with the Boers – Boers win with superior weapons

12) Anglo-Boer War (1899 – 1902) – With the discovery of gold and diamonds, the British decide to go after and subdue the Boers to claim the wealth.  The British win.

13) Union of South Africa – established in 1910 – a new government established that lays the foundation for a racially based government called Apartheid (racial separation) 

14) King Leopold II (Belgium)- took the Congo as its own private colony.  Only world reaction against his enslavement of the Congolese people caused his control to end.

15) Liberia & Ethiopia – only tow African nations not to be colonized.

16) Nationalist leaders - Western educated Africans

17) Ottoman Empire Declines

· Sickman of Europe

· Millet System

· Rise of the Young Turks in 1890s – reform-minded nationalists

· Used WW I to perpetrate the Armenian Genocide from 1914 – 1915 – feared Armenian nationalist efforts and closeness to Russia

· All Armenian men serving in military disarmed and killed

· All political and intellectual leaders killed

· All others rounded up, deported, killed

18) BEI in India – ran trading activity in India and had considerable control over many princes and land.  Used sepoys to supplement their military and policing of India

19) Sepoy Rebellion – 1857 – Sepoys rebelled due to 1) being shipped overseas, 2) efforts to Christianize them, 3) British allowing Hindu widows to remarry, 4) issue of a greased cartridge for a new gun.  The BEI could not stop the rebellion.

20) The British government sends in troops to stop the rebellion so as to restore trade.  In 1858 it sends the BEI home and takes over the administration of India 

21) The British Raj – British administration of India

16) Viceroy – ruled India in the name of the queen

17) Positives of British rule in India – better schools, medicine, roads, railroads, postal system, telegraph, better communication leads to better Indian unity, attacks India customs that were “primitive”, built industry, improve food production, emergence of an educated elite

18) Negatives of British rule – it encouraged and exploited Hindu – Muslim conflict, no regard for India culture or contributions, undermined the Indian agricultural economy by demanding the growth of cash crops, high taxation, population growth results in famine

19) Ram Mohum Roy – condemned some Indian traditions but promoted the maintenance of others while also modernizing India – became the first Indian nationalist

20) Indian National Congress – formed in 1885, it sought by peaceful means to give Indians greater representation in British India.  Was run by western-educated Hindus and Muslims. 

21) Muslim League – founded in 1906 due to Muslim fears of a future government run by a Hindu majority.  Called for a separate Muslim state.

22) Opium Wars – Due to the British seeking to reverse their unfavorable balance of trade in China, they introduced the sale of opium.  The Chinese outlawed this but the British demand its sale and used force (Opium Wars) to allow it.  

23) Treaty of Nanjing - 1842 – Provisions of this “unequal treaty”:

1) China pays indemnity

2) China gives British control of Hong Kong for 175 years

3) British given extraterritoriality rights

4) 5 more ports opened

24) Taiping Rebellion - 1850 – 64 – Chinese peasants attempt to remove foreigners (Europeans and the Qing) from China - Fails

25) Self-Strengthening movement – 1870 – reformers try to modernize China – too late

26) Warlords – large landowners who had their own army – China was still feudal and the weak Qing government could not stop the fighting

27) Open Door Policy - 1899 - John Hay – to prevent China from being totally carved up, the US gets China to agree to a free trade agreement

28) Boxer Rebellion – 1900 – another attempt to remove all foreign influence in China by reformers.  Also failed due to European and Japanese military efforts to crush the rebellion.  Empress Dowager (Ci Xi) still in power but weak and corrupt.

29) Sun Yatsen – a western-educated nationalist in China

30) Nationalist Revolution - 1911 – 1912 – led by Sun – results in the establishment of a republic in China

31) Henry Pu yi – last Chinese emperor – was a child – flees to Japan for safety, which is also led by a child emperor

32) Sun Yatsen’s Three Principles:

1) Nationalism

2) Democracy

3) Livelihood
