1) Political and economic factors that helped to cause the Mexican Revolution. (1910 – 1917)

a) Political – rule by dictators (caudillos), strong influence of wealthy families and the Catholic Church, growing middle class calling for democracy with free elections

b) Economic – Wealth concentrated in the hands of a few, the very rich versus the very poor, large groups of foreign investors.

2) Constitution of 1917 – attempts to resolve problems that caused the revolution

a) gov’t control over the economy

b) broke up large estates 

c) gave land to the peasants

d) nationalized natural resources

e) men had suffrage rights

f) women given equal pay for equal jobs with men

g) women had legal rights

h) provided for a minimum wage

i) workers had right to strike

3) Lazaro Cadenas makes reforms

a) land redistributed to peasants

b) gov’t supports labor unions

c) gov’t launched education programs to combat illiteracy

d) schools and libraries built

e) promotes a sense of nationalism

4) Economic Nationalism – home control of a nation’s economy, developing a nation’s induatry, protectionism, gov’t invested in business, nationalization of businesses, industries and resources

5) Political nationalism – economic depression of 1929 caused people to lose faith in oligarchies and liberal (democratic) gov’t.  Nations sought stronger, authoritarian gov’t

6) Cultural Nationalism – pride in one’s culture as reflected in the revival of Mexican mural paintings.

7) Good Neighbor Policy – the USA under President Franklin Roosevelt promised to lessen US interference in Latin American Affairs.

8) European colonization in Africa was characterized by:

a) white rulers taking best land

b) Africans having no political say

c) High taxes

9) European-educated African became nationalist leaders

10) In Kenya, Rhodesia, and South Africa, whites ran the gov’t and set up laws to restrict Blacks and help whites maintain their position of superiority

11) Apartheid – policy of racial separation found in South Africa – Blacks had to carry passes, live on Bantustans (reservations), forced to migrate to cites and remain in townships

12) African national Congress (ANC) – a black political party that sought to end apartheid in South Africa

13) Pan-Africanism – a movement that promotes African nationalism and resistance to white rule

14) Independent Turkey

a) nationalist leader, Mustafa Kemal (Ataturk) – lead the Young Turks and declared the formation of the Turkish Republic in 1920

b) promoted nationalism – Turkey for Turks – finished off the Armenians

c) Promoted modernization – built up modern army, built industry, roads, railroads, set up schools, promoted secularism

d) Promoted Westernization – adopted Western calendar, forced people to wear western-style clothing, Arabic alphabet replaced by the Latin alphabet, gave women the right to vote

15) Nationalism in the Middle East

a) Pan-Arabism – sought to free Arabs from foreign domination and unite them into their own state

b) Arabs felt betrayed by peace conference that divided up Ottoman Empire and imposed the mandate system where the British got Palestine as a mandate.

c) Zionist – Jewish nationalism – led by Theodor Herzl – sought Palestine as a Jewish homeland – problem was that Palestinians also claimed same land as homeland

d) 1917 – British issue the Balfour Declaration in which they express their favor for a Jewish homeland in Palestine.

e) With growing anti-Semitism and with the emergence of Hitler in Germany in the 1930s, Jews were flocking to Palestine hoping for safety

16) India seeks independence (Home Rule) 

1) When was Gandhi killed?

January 30, 1948

2) Why was Gandhi killed?

Radical Hindus believed that Gandhi betrayed them by agreeing to the partitioning with the Muslims, which created Pakistan

3) What happened to India when it became independent?

Divided into Hindu India and Muslim East and West Pakistan

4) What form of life did Gandhi prefer for India as opposed to a modern, European one? 

Believed that India should become a country of small villages and live simply

5) What was one major social reform sought by Gandhi?

Ending the separation of castes, particularly the untouchables.  Also championed women

6) In 1917, what did Gandhi do at Champaran?

Took up the cause of poor Indians against British landlords who were raising taxes and causing them to starve.  He forced the government to help the peasants

7) How did Gandhi change the Indian nationalist movement into a mass movement?

He found ways to organize the mass of peasant and gave them a form of action that they could realistically do

8) What other three men joined Gandhi in the nationalist movement?

Nehru, Patel, Jinnah

9) What was the purpose/goal of the Indian National Congress Party (Congress Party)?

To secure a greater say and participation in the government for Indians

10) What was the purpose of the 1919 Rowlatt Laws?

Gave the British additional power to suppress opposition – no meetings, censorship of nationalist writings and Gandhi

11) How did Gandhi propose to protest the Rowlatt Laws?

A general strike, peaceful demonstration – a day of prayer and fasting

12) Why did Gandhi believe that Indians were not yet ready to practice satyagraha?

Rioting and bloodshed broke out – Indians lacked self-control, Hindu /Muslim conflict

13) What happened at Amritsar on April 13, 1919?

Gen. Dyer ordered his troops to fire on a crowd of peaceful demonstrators, including women and children – he killed 379 and wounded over 1,000
14) How did the events at Amritsar impact the Indian nationalist movement?

Educated Indians rallied behind Gandhi’s leadership and they demanded that the British leave India – no longer willing to seek just a greater role in a British run government

15) Why did Gandhi choose to violate the salt laws?

Salt laws widely resented, government taxed it, People were not allowed to make it and it was necessary to live.  

16) What was the Salt March of March 13, 1930?

He arrived at the sea on April; 6 after walking 240 miles and made salt in violation of the British monopoly on it

17) How did the British government in India react to the Salt March initially?

Tried to ignore it – was forced to use force to stop it

18) What happen to Gandhi in May 1930?

He and all Congress Party leaders were arrested

19) Get information from Mr. Pelton  What happened at the Darashana Salt Works after Gandhi’s arrest?

Indians marched up to the salt works in an effort to enter and close it down.  The British had orders to not let them in and they used sepoys to beat them to the ground.  The Indians used no violence.  The world press witnessed and reported on the event and stated that the British had “lost all right to rule” in India.  The British loss of India starts from that point forward.

20) Why did the Round Table Conference in London fail?

The British only wanted to remove Gandhi from India to let things calm down.  Also, they used dissention among the various groups of Indians (Muslims, untouchables, Indian Princes) to justify British presence in India in order to maintain peace.

21) What role did Muhammad Ali Jinnah play in the nationalist movement in India?

He represented Muslim interests via the Muslim League, and also incited fear among Muslims of an India governed by a government dominated by Hindus, thus splitting and weakening the movement

22) By 1940, what was the official policy of the Muslim League?

It demanded a separate Muslim state for Muslims

23) How did England try to gain Indian support against the Japanese during WW II?

It offered them freedom immediately after the war.

24) What did Gandhi demand for his support?

He would settle for nothing less than immediate freedom before he gave his support of the war.

25) What happened to Gandhi for failing to support the British during the war?

He was jailed along with his wife

26) What group in India benefited from Gandhi’s presence in jail and their support of the British during the war?

The Muslims were given the freedom to talk and organize during the war.  This widened the split between Hindus and Muslims and strengthened the Muslim movement for their own state.

27) What happened when India became independent on August 15, 1947?

India was partitioned – Hindu India, and Muslim East & West Pakistan

28) Who ran the governments of the newly independent India?

Nehru & Patel ran India, Jinnah ran Pakistan
29) Get information from Mr. Pelton.  Describe the problems that resulted from the creation of separate states in India?

Several million people started migrating between the two states.  It caused great hardship, millions died and war broke out between the states and civil war with India between Hindus and Muslims.  
30)  Why did Gandhi go to Calcutta?  What did he do there?  What were the results?

To stop the rioting.  Gandhi fasted to end the fighting.  When it ended, radical Hindus plotted to assassinate Gandhi who was still looking for a way to unite the two countries.  Shortly after his fast ended, he was shot.

31)  What were the chief differences between Gandhi’s vision for India and what India became?


Gandhi’s vision: self-sufficient farming villages, state leaves people alone, Congress focuses on education and social work, Hindus and Muslims getting along.


India Became: industrialized, people abandoned villages and migrated to cities, state became powerful and Congress became a great political party.
32) Outside of India, what has been Gandhi’s historical impact since his death?
People have copied his methods of civil disobedience, non-cooperation, passive resistance, peaceful demonstrations:


Martin Luther King


Nelson Mandela


Bishop Desmond Tutu

17) Upheaval in China

a) Nationalist Revolution – 1912 – lead by Sun Yixian – overthrew the emperor and created a republic built on democracy, nationalism, socialism.  He led the National (Guomindang) Revolution 

b) Sun steps aside for Yuan Shikai who want to be a  new emperor

c) Yuan dies in 1916 and the warlords seize power

d) During WWI, Japan makes its 21 Demands on China, which Yuan  accepts and the Treaty of Versailles gives German colonies in China to Japan

e) Protests break out in the May 4 Movement (1919).  Its goals were to strengthen China, reject Confucian traditions and Western learning

f) In 1920s, communist party forms

g) In 1921, Sun revives the Nationalist and seeks to take control of country by defeating warlords.

h) No help form USA, so he takes help from Soviets and bands together with communists

i) Sun dies in 1925 and Jiang Jieshi takes over nationalists

j) Nationalists and communists defeat the warlords, but then Jiang takes over government by himself and launches and attack to exterminate the communists beginning in 1927

k) 1934 – 35 – Long March – nationalist make all out effort to slaughter communists.  They survive due to support the won from the peasants

l) Japan invades Manchuria in 1931 seeking land and raw materials and to be a great nation.  Re-names it Manchuko with Henry Pu-yi as emperor.  Fearing the loss of the entire country, the communist and nationalists were forced to stop fighting and join together

m) 1937 – Second Sino-Japanese War – Japan attacks eastern China culminated in the “Rape of Nanjing”

18) Nationalism in Japan

a) Hirohito is emperor from 1926 – 1989

b) After WW I, Japan industrialized and was allowed the 5th largest navy in the world (Washington Conference – 1922)

c) Problems & conflicts in Japan

1. Political parties grow

2. Diet (legislative body) formed

3. Adult suffrage for men

4. Political parties manipulated by zaibatsu

5. Moderate politicians sought to slow down expansion to quell western fears

6. Poverty & unemployment

7. The young were revolting against traditional practices and Confucian ideals

8. Earthquake and the governments inability to adequately respond

9. Great Depression in 1929

10. Restricted immigration

11. Racism

d) Military officials and ultra nationalists take control

1. Resented treatment from other nations

2. Sought to continue expansion – Manchurian Incident – 1931 – launched the attack without government authorization

3. Japan withdraws from League of Nations

4. Political leaders and business leaders who opposed expansion wee assassinated

5. Revived ancient warrior values

6. Built a cult around the emperor as the descendant of the sun goddess

7. Spread nationalism and used schools to promote absolute obedience to the emperor and service to the state

8. Expanded into eastern China and out into the Pacific

9. Joined the Rome – Berlin – Tokyo Axis (Tripartite Agreement) in 1940 during WW II

19) Strengths and weakness of Gandhi’s independence movement


Strengths: chose tactics that all Indians could do, attempted to revive local 
economies, the Indians outnumbered the British, took advantage of the telegraph, 
rail and postal systems to coordinate the movement, he was a role model

Weaknesses: not everyone was as disciplined as Gandhi, Hindu/Muslim conflict, 
British violence, censorship, Gandhi often in jail and without him the movement 
lacked effective leadership

20) Differences between Marxism, Leninism, Maoism brand of communism


Marxism – believed that a working class revolution would be carried out by the 



urban working class

Leninism – due to the lack of a working class in Russia, believed that the 



Bolsheviks should carry out the working class revolution and hold the 



means of production in trust until the working class emerged


Maoism – believed that the revolution will be carried out by the rural peasants

21) Changes made in Japan during the Meiji Period


Modernized, westernized, opened itself to outsiders, sent people out to study, government backed businesses with money and then turned them over to the zaibatsu, emperor is made ruler, built up army and navy, industrialized, used schools to promote obedience and nationalism, Shintoism became the state religion
22) Reasons why the military took over the government in Japan in the late 1920s


Failure of government to respond to the 1923 earthquake, the 1929 Depression, backing off on expansion due to western pressures, racism, immigration restrictions, being held back by the west, growing nationalism (the desire to be a great nation)

23) Reasons why Japan undertook a policy of expansionism


Nationalism, resource poor nation seeking raw materials for its industrial buildup, markets, labor, to be the leader of Asian nations, land to grow food and for its growing population to expand to.  USA seem as major obstacle to its expansion, therefore, it attacked Pearl Harbor, which brought the USA into WW II.
