1) Liberal – Included the bourgeoisie (middle class), that is business owners, bankers, lawyers, politicians, newspaper writers, an others who shaped public opinion.  Wanted government based on a constitution and separation of powers.  Were against divine right monarchy, the old aristocracy and the established church.  They defended natural rights (liberty, equality, property), called for elected rulers to protect their rights, favored a republic or at least a constitutional monarchy.  Only male property owners or those with a financial stake in society should vote.  Also supported laissez-faire economics since they were capitalists.  They are open to the free flow of change.

2) Conservative - Included monarchs, their officials, noble landowners, and church leaders.  Sought to support the political and social order that existed prior to 1789.  They wanted the old royal families restored, the restoration of the social order where the lower class respected and obeyed the upper class, and the established church was supported.  Talk about natural rights and constitutional government would lead to chaos.  Change needed to come slowly but not at the expense of peace and stability.  

3) Radical - Sought to violently bring about major changes in the existing political, economic, and social Institutions.  Usually includes the same groups as the liberals, but also lower class people often find their way into this group as well. 

4) Reactionary - Same as Conservative but with the addition of the belief that revolutionary ideas had to be suppressed and freedom of the press was opposed.  Military forces created to crush liberal thinking or revolutionary attempts to overthrow the government.  They seek to revive former “glory days” and to restore traditional values, by force if necessary.

5) Moderate - Sought to maintain the status quo – to keep things as they are with no change.  They are often a combination of a little to the left and a little to the right.

6) Universal Male Suffrage – men were given the right to vote bases solely on their age.  This opened the door for the working class and the middle class to bring major reforms to their life and work

7) Laissez Faire – the belief that government should stay our of business and allowed the business owners to make things happen.  This would lead to the greatest prosperity for all
8) The Three Empire of Europe

a) Ottoman – Turks who controlled a multi-ethnic empire that was also geographically, religiously, linguistically, and culturally diverse
b) Russian – Slavs who controlled a multi-ethnic empire that was also geographically, religiously, linguistically, and culturally diverse
c) Austrian – A Germanic people who controlled a multi-ethnic empire that was also geographically, religiously, linguistically, and culturally diverse
9) Nationalism 1) Pride, love, loyalty to your country or group, 2) The desire to remove foreign rule
a) In Western Europe – nations were unified and they sought ways and used nationalism to become greater nations, usually by developing industry and taking colonies for raw materials and markets
b) In Central Europe – The region contained remnants of the Holy Roman Empire and included primarily a collection of loosely affiliated German states and a collection of loosely affiliated Italian states.  Nationalism was used to remove any foreign influence and to bring about unification of these states into a unified state of Germany and Italy
c) In Eastern Europe – The three great empires were here and the various ethnic groups used nationalism to try to tear apart these empires and create their own independent states
10) Autonomy – to govern oneself
11) Why Greece secured independence – the Ottoman Turkish Muslims controlled Greece.  The states of the Quadruple Alliance refused to support the Muslim state at the expense of a Christian state like Greece, so it was able to secure its freedom
12) France was the leader of the revolutions of 1830 and 1848 – “Every time France sneezes, the rest of Europe catches a cold” – most revolutionary activity at the time was centered in Paris.  The rioting, strikes, and uprisings inspired others to follow suit in other countries
13) Recession – a time of reduced economic activity
14) Latin American Class Structure

a) Peninsulares – Spanish born settlers in the New World who owned land and had exclusive access to job in government and the church
b) Creoles – Spanish ancestors but Latin American born - landowners
c) Mestizos – Mixture of Spanish and native American
d) Mulattoes – Mixture of Spanish and Africa
e) Native American – natives born in Latin America but whose property was taken away and who were virtually enslaved by the Spanish and forced to work on the large estates (haciendas)
f) African – due to the tremendous decline in the native population, Africans were enslaved and brought into the region to fulfill the labor requirements on the large estates

16) Nationalist leaders

a) Toussaint L’Ouverture – Haiti – 1st to secure independence

b) Father Miguel Hidalgo – Mexico – “The cry of Delores”

c) Jose Morelos – Mexico

d) Simon Bolivar – Led 14 revolutions – “George Washington of Latin America” – “The Liberator” – Venezuela, Ecuador, Peru, Bolivia

e) Jose de San Martin – Argentina and Chile

f) Dom Pedro – Brazil – he become emperor but accepted a constitution

17) Why nations did not industrialize when Great Britain did – The USA was preparing to fight a revolution, then they fought it and were focused on trying to develop a new country.  The rest of Europe was caught up in the French Revolution and dealing with enlightened and liberal idea and later with nationalism.  All of these nations lacked the “advantages” that Great Britain possessed. 

18) Why nations caught up to Great Britain so quickly – these nations had access to more materials than England did but now they were developed, technology had advanced to where they could catch up quickly and they actually were more modern than England and they could catch up.  Also, they had England as an example so they could move more quickly

20) Stock companies – corporations – monopolies – companies started selling stock (interest in a company’s future profits), which enabled companies to generate a lot of capital to start up or expand a business.  Once jointly owned, these businesses became corporations.  As corporations became wealthier, they took control of related business to give them complete control over the production of specific products or raw materials, which results in the creation of a monopoly.

21) Governments move to regulate companies to protect people, the guarantee the free market system by protecting competition, governments intervened in business affairs by regulating everything from hours and wages to how much control a business can actually have over the production of any product.

a) The Theory of Evolution – over time and based on circumstance, all things develop/change in an effort to successfully reproduce & secure food
b) Natural Selection – traits that facilitate a species ability to survive are enhanced while traits that do not are lost
c) Survival of the fittest – the strongest and the best will survive, while the weak and unfit will die out
27) Social Darwinism leads to racism – Darwin’s ideas are applied to society resulting in the belief that there are races that are superior to other races (racism) and the belief that man and society can be improved by remove / eliminating the weaker elements
28) Artistic Movement during the Industrial Age

a) Romanticism was a reaction against the neoclassical style of the Enlightenment and reason and it emphasized imagination, freedom, and emotion.  The works include simple, direct language, intense feelings, and glorify nature.
b) Realism – An attempt to represent the world as it was without the emotion.  It called attention to the harsh conditions created by industrialization and urbanization in the hopes of bringing about improvements
c) Impressionism – through the use of color and small, visible brush strokes, the artists attempted the create a viewer’s first impression of an object
