1) Technology of WW I – machine guns, submarines (U-Boats), tanks, air planes, zeppelins, poison gas, hand grenades, trench warfare, long rang artillery


2) Impact of the modern technology – number killed and wounded increases

3) Total War – when a nation commits all of its people and resources to a war effort

4) Entry of US into the war (April 1917) – Zimmerman note, unrestricted submarine warfare (sinking of the Lusitanian), to support democracy, “war to end all wars

5) Wilson’s Fourteen Points – major points included, no more secret alliances, disarmament, freedom of the seas, self-determination of nations, League of Nations.  Was believed to be the basis of the end of the war, but it was not.  Only the League of Nations was created.

6) The Big Three 

· Woodrow Wilson – USA – goal was to prevent future war, punish Germany but offer path of reconciliation, keep US isolated

· Lloyd George – Great Britain – goal was to make Germany pay but not leave it destitute so as it could develop and become a barrier to the Communist Soviet Union

·  Georges Clemenceau – France – goal was to bring Germany to its knees so as to never be able to start another war

11) Weimar Republic – prior to the end of the war, the German generals suggested that Germany sue for peace before the war spilled on to German soil.  They also suggested that the Kaiser step down and a new republic be formed believing that Germany would receive better treatment at the peace conference.  Existed from 1919 – 1933.  Frederich Ebert ruled from 1919 – 1925, Paul von Hindenburg rules from 1925 – 1934.  In reality, the republic ended with the signing of the Enabling Act in 1933

12) Germany signs the Versailles Treaty – it had no choice, but the German people were very upset that the Weimar government headed by Ebert signed the treaty.  The people and others saw it as a “stab in the back” (Dolchstoss).  Also, the man who signed the treaty for the Weimar Government was a Jew.

13) Characteristics of Russia between 1850 – 1917

· Agrarian

· Feudal

· Absolute rule by the czar

· Weak military

· Food shortages

· Starting to industrialize (with all of its problems)

14) Marxists in Russia – split into two groups

· Mensheviks – believed that since that was no real working class, the working class revolution had to wait

· Bolsheviks – believed that the working class revolution had to happen now and that they as a small group of professional revolutionaries would carry out the revolution until the work class emerged.  They became the communists.

15) Russian Revolution – Two Phases

· March Revolution – 1917 – resulted in the overthrow of the czar and the creation of the Provisional government, but it decided to stay in the war

· Provisional government – headed by Alexander Kerensky, was a republic, decided to stay in the war.  Failed to solve Russia’s problems.

· November Revolution – 1917 – The Bolsheviks lead by Lenin overthrow the Provisional government (Germany helps Lenin get back to Russia in hopes of ending the fighting on two fronts), killed Czar Nicholas II and his entire family, withdraw from WW I, and establish communism in Russia

16) “Peace, Bread, Land” – slogan of the Russian Revolution (Peace – out of WW I, Bread – food, Land – an end to feudalism and land re-distribution)

17) Treaty of Brest-Litovsk – 1917 – Gets Russia out of the war

· Signed by Russia and Germany

· Germany – no longer wanted to fight on two fronts
